The access 

Train: station of Modane (8 km from Aussois), 4 hours from Paris, 2 hours from Lyon, 1h30 from Turin.

Road: Chambéry, then the valley of Maurienne, highway A43 to Modane (Le Freney), 11 km from Aussois.

Flight: airports: Annecy, Lyon, Turin, Genève, Chambéry.

The Restaurant
The restaurant can seat 260 persons. It consists of 2 rooms 
with panoramic views over the village and surrounding peaks: 
la Norma, la Scolette, le Longecôte, etc.

Breakfast served from 7:30 to 9:15 (hot drinks, cereals, fruit 
juice, fried eggs, cheese, bread, jam, fruit compote…)

Lunch and dinner: entry buffet or on plate (depending on the 
menu). Vegetable soup for dinner, a main course served to 
plate, cheeseboard, seasonable fruit and dessert buffet. Red 
and rose wines in self-service.

Schedules are to be determined in accordance with our public 
and the program of your conference.

If contacted in advance, we try to take in account the medical 
diets and various food allergies.

To make the most of your activities, you can replace your 
lunch on site by a packed lunch with a mandatory registration 
the previous evening at the restaurant.

The day of your arrival and given schedules, you should opt 
for the buffet (assorted raw vegetables, cold meats, pizza, 
quiche, cheese, fruits and desserts).
